
The Opening Night Benefit Preview celebrates
the coming season and our newest 3-CD
release of the monumental Encounters series of
William Kraft. With the background of the exciting
20th anniversary Armory Center art exhibition
Installations Inside/Out featuring works by such
luminaries as Ed Ruscha, Bruce Nauman and Betye
Saar, the Benefit Preview will include delicious
treats and wonderful wines. We’ll provide you

with an opportunity to have
composer William Kraft and
our musicians autograph our
newest recording. Proceeds
from the Benefit will provide
an important funding match
for our U.S. State Department
sponsored cultural exchange
with Vietnam. We’ll also be
joined by composers Alexandra
du Bois from New York City
and Kurt Rohde from San
Francisco. The November
concert at the Colburn School

previews an appearance in Mexico sponsored
by the NEA and the Cultural Affairs Department
of the City of Los Angeles as the only classical
music ensemble representing the U.S. at the
prestigious Guadalajara FIL Arts Festival. Joining
us for the songs of Carlos Chávez will be soprano
Suzanna Guzmán.

Beginning Cage 2012, a
three-year Southwest Chamber
Music series culminating in
his centennial year, these
concerts are a once-in-a-life-
time opportunity. We’ll perform
two concerts of major Cage
compositions, including works
from The Ten Thousand Things,
Litany for a Whale, and Postcard from Heaven,
featuring sopranos Elissa Johnston and Kathleen
Roland, and KPFK’s John Schneider as guest
speaker. These works will be heard in the Armory
Center for the Arts’ exhibition of 50 pieces by
Cage’s friend Robert Rauschenberg, which were
created at the Gemini G.E.L. studio here in Los
Angeles. The Rauschenberg works included will
be from the Stone Moon Series, Samarkand
Series and Cardbird Series, and includes the
first poster for Earth Day. The opening concert will
include a performance of the landmark silent piece,
4’33”, premiered at Woodstock in 1952, a perfect
finale to the Zen-like world of this music.

Sponsored by the U.S. State Department,
Southwest Chamber Music is proud to present
the Ascending Dragon Music Festival, the
largest cultural exchange in the history of the
U.S. and Vietnam. Southwest
Chamber Music will travel to
Vietnam in March for a Festival
and educational activities.
Following our tour, we will
present 19 visiting Vietnamese
musicians and composers to
our community in concerts,
public events, and educational
activities alongside our Grammy Award-winning
ensemble. The centerpiece of the Festival will be
new works by four resident composers: Alexandra

du Bois and Kurt Rohde of
the U.S., and Vu Nhat Tan
and Phạm Minh Thành of
Vietnam. U.S. premieres
will feature works by the
100-year old patriarch of
American composers, Elliott
Carter, as well as Vietnam’s
Nguyen Thien Dao and Tôn

Thât Tiêt. Make plans now to be part of this
historic cultural exchange!

In January and February, we’ll perform two not-to-be-missed concerts of John Cage inside an Armory Center for the Arts exhibition Rauschenberg at
Gemini, featuring 50 works Rauschenberg produced at the Gemini G.E.L. studio here in Los Angeles.

The Ascending Dragon Music Festival will celebrate the 1000th anniversary of the founding of the city of Hanoi in Vietnam. Concerts in February and
March will preview Southwest Chamber Music performances at our sister Festival in Vietnam in mid-March. When we return, our colleagues from
Vietnam will join us for performances in April and May.

I look forward to having you join us in our role as Cultural Ambassadors to Vietnam and Mexico
this season, and experience the ability of New Classical Music to unify cultures and build new friendships.
